Summary

countries will reduce the technological gap with the leading countries in the relatively short
periods by a rapid development of science and technology abroad.

ENERGY DEVELOPMENT IN KAZAKHSTAN

G.A. Perneyeva — KazNPU named after Abali,
A.A. Perneyev — Master of scenes Kazakh economic university after T.Ruskulov

Over the next decades is expected to significantly increase energy consumption
associated with economic development and population growth. This will lead to
increased pressure on the system of supply and demand increased attention to energy
efficiency. The financial structure for handling attracted investments and the
repayment methods are the key factors that will ensure the successful implementation
of these grandiose plans. The electric power specialists offer simple and potentially
effective solutions.

The three fundamental necessities are an investment-friendly financial climate,
guarantees of secure transport and political stability. Access to energy is a key factor
for economic development and improves the quality of life. As a rule, based on
projections of energy consumption are factors such as global economic growth and
population growth, which act as the main driving force for continued growth in
energy consumption. Over time, increases energy efficiency, which is due to the
combined impact of technological development, increasing consumer awareness and
policy initiatives. These achievements have provided the opportunity for growth in
economic activity at a faster rate with respect to respect to the growth of energy
consumption. On the basis of different assumptions about the population in the world,
economic activity and energy efficiency, forming different projections of energy
consumption in the future

Most developing countries have only approximates to the stage at which growth
begins blah being of personal and specific energy consumption of the population.
Today the world uses a wide range of energy sources. Oil and natural gas provide
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about 60% global market share of primary energy, while we must acknowledge that
they will represent a significant share of the projected cover grounds of forecasted
growth in energy consumption. Another problem is that over the next 25 years, a
growing global economic will require a substantial increase in production of energy.
To properly meet the needs of the need to increase the pace of developing all
economically viable sources of energy, including coal, renewable sources of energy
and non-traditional oil and natural gas. World experience seems to prove that energy
problems in Kazakhstan, both in the nearest and distant future, are unlikely to be
decided without nuclear power.

Kazakhstan Electricity Association (KEA) developed a plan of measures to
rehabilitate the major components of electric power industry in Kazakhstan, reduce
the loss of electric power and increase energy production by 2015. Specialists
emphasize that, the utmost priority is to ensure strict compliance with CIS standards
and to organize regular maintenance of the main power plants. The production rate
can increase in the next two years if the operating hours of heating power plants are
extended from the current 5,000 to their designed capacity of 6,000 hours per year.

On 17th October 2006, the nuclear power plant feasibility study in Mangystau
Oblast was funded. The nuclear power plant will be constructed at mothballed BN-
350 fast neutron reactor located in the territory of Mangystau nuclear power plant.
According to experts, nuclear power plants with reactors of average capacity are the
optimum for Kazakhstan, in particular VBER-300, the latest technology of the
Russian I.I. Afrikantov OKB Mechanical Engineering (OKBM). The working group
chaired by the Prime Minister is considering the possibility of constructing a nuclear
power plant in the city of Kurchatov, near Balkhash Lake, East Kazakhstan Oblast.

The additional placement of shares in international and domestic stock exchanges
can be used as an alternative source of investment in private electricity generating and
distributing companies.

Experts believe that the government should provide capital investment for new
power plants and also provide government guarantees to reduce risk and lower
interest rates for loans granted by domestic and international financial institutions. So
far the first attempt is not successful. The allocation of governmental funds to
guarantee China Development Bank’s loan for the construction of Moinak hydro-
electric power plant is still postponed. As a result, the second phase of the project falls
behind the schedule by six months.

The economic attractiveness of the nuclear power industry, which is stronger than
that of hydrocarbon industry, as well as the depletion of hydrocarbon energy resources
(despite their enormous reserves) and environmental issue connected with limitations
on greenhouse emissions, and observation of international environmental protection
standards, will also play its role. The project with China to build a pipeline across the
north-central part of the country to Xinjiang would be a natural choice. But this is far
from the case. It is true that China needs large imports of energy in the new century as
its domestic requirements, especially for transportation, begin to take off. However,
the gigantic project faces extreme financial and logistical difficulty.

The Republic of Kazakhstan can boast significant potential for nuclear power
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industry development and has the following objective preconditions for this:

Close to 19% of the world's explored uranium reserves are concentrated within the
Republic of Kazakhstan;

It has its own developed uranium mining and processing industry;

Fulfillment of Kazakhstan’s strategy, related to creation of a company with a
complete nuclear fuel cycle, will allow for the provision of a nuclear power industry,
in Kazakhstan, with nuclear fuel produced within the country. It will allow for the
possibility of setting up lower tariffs for electric power;

Qualified personnel, who have been providing continuous work at the world's first
pilot commercial fast breeder reactor BN-350, for over a quarter of a century, are still
working in Kazakhstan. Since 1999 the reactor has been under decommissioning;

Since Soviet times Kazakhstan has had a unique scientific base for research in the
sphere of nuclear physics, as well as qualified scientific and technical staff;

The Republic continues to operate, successfully, three research nuclear reactors, for
scientific purposes;

There is the infrastructure for fundamental and applied research, within the sphere
of the nuclear power industry and nuclear physics, including work on justification of
nuclear power industry safety, testing of advanced fuel for nuclear reactors and
development of nuclear engineering projects;

A national system of nuclear and radiation safety integrated with the IAEA,;

A legal and normative framework regulating main aspects of activity relating to
peaceful use of nuclear power.

A consequential transition from the traditional power industry to nuclear power
technologies will have a significant synergetic effect:

Nuclear power industry development will promote a power energy safety in the
country, the attainment of which is impossible without the diversification of power
generation. This will allow for a considerable degree of reduction, or the liquidation
entirely, of the dependency on imported electric power, which is a particularly
positive move in the foreseen conditions of possible fluctuation of prices of raw
materials and the forecasting of multiple increases in electric power demand;

Today's NPP is one of the most environmentally friendly energy generators.
Nuclear power energy will allow for an increase in produced power energy volumes
and for keeping the ecological balance. This will lead to the exclusion of additional
hazard air emissions and to the fulfillment of accepted international commitments
with regard to the solution of global ecological problems;

The main advantages of a nuclear power industry are the economic attractiveness
of tariffs and the stable prices of electric power for a long period of time;

Nuclear power industry development will lead to improvement of domestic
manufacturing engineering, the strengthening of the scientific and technical potential
of the country and the establishment of new technology intensive branches of the
economy;

Industrial enterprises will integrate toward international cooperation with NPP
equipment producers;

The export structure will be changed in direction toward a share increase of high
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technology products— energy power and reactor fuel, and new NPPs in future;

Ensured energy resources will promote stable social and economic development in
the regions of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

Generally, the nuclear power industry has considerable perspectives in the Republic
of Kazakhstan and its development will significantly increase the potential of the
whole power branch.

A similar attitude is taken towards electricity transmission and distribution,
particularly towards the development of a national electricity transmission network.
Favorable conjunction of raw material prices on the world market, budget proficiency
and stable macroeconomic indicators in Kazakhstan are the optimum conditions for
state investments in the development of electric power infrastructure.

Domestic energy specialists can also rely on the support of financial institutions. In
the very near future it will be possible to use an innovative tool, the launch of so-
called "infrastructure funds™ with the participation of major investment institutions, in
order to raise funds for the sector. These funds will reduce government guarantees
which will be provided only for the principal debt service. This will attract a much
higher level of investments. Kazakh commerce banks are perfectly ready to
participate in the electric power projects.

The investment recouping scheme is the key objective. In this regard, the domestic
electricity sector is not attractive due to its long investment cycles and low prices.
Today, prices for heat and electricity in Kazakhstan are almost the lowest compared to
the prices recorded in other CIS countries, let alone the prices in developed countries.
During the last 6-7 years, the price stood just below $0.015 in winter and equaled
approximately $0.01 in summer on the wholesale market. Electric energy producers
cannot recoup their investments in a situation of such "stability". Taking account of
the current growth rates, the payback period will exceed 40 years. This was partly the
reason why the electric energy companies did not invest in modernization of their
capital assets.

Under the circumstances, the sector can develop further only through the
predictable and steady increase in tariffs, which should eventually exceed the
minimum of $0.02 according to experts’ estimates. That is why the specialists suggest
that a new price policy for infrastructure operators and ultimate consumers should be
developed urgently.

THE SYSTEM OF INVESTMENT OPPORTUNITIES OF MORTGAGE

Mortgage market provides a highly liquid and safe financial instruments such as
mortgage-backed securities that are issued on the basis of mortgage pools, the use of
which would ensure stable operation of private pension funds and pension system in
the country in general, but also provided an opportunity for an effective investment
policy by institutional investors, in particular, insurance companies and hedge funds,
collective investment funds, credit unions, banks and non-bank financial institutions.
This is an important stable functioning component of the state financial system.

Opportunities for investment mortgage must create the appropriate conditions, the
aggregate of which will create a mortgage infrastructure, which consists of three
interrelated parts:

- mortgage credit institutions;

- common for the whole country organization, which acts as an intermediary — an
original dealer between the bank and the investors whose money can serve as a
resource for mortgage lending;

- fund market of mortgage securities circulation development.

NBU stringent requirements regarding to increasing mandatory reserve
requirements for the risks of securities transactions restrict banking activities in this
market, which fosters investment in collective investment institutions.

With the purpose of investment in building of any real estate construction —
residential houses or buildings of any enterprise — Banking Institute, using the
introduction of credit and financial mechanisms for generating funds for the financing

of construction, real estate funds through direct participation or indirectly — joint
investment institutions, pension funds, insurance companies, attracting free cash flow
and sends them to the expansion of mortgage lending. To minimize credit risk it must
enter into an agreement only with the developer, who has close ties with the bank to,
In turn, have an effective cost control developer funds are being invested.

The relationship between all the participants of the recommended introduction of
credit and financial mechanisms for development of the mortgage market is shown in
Figure 1.

Banking Institute puts certificates at face value of individuals and entities in view
of the accumulating income of the fund in accordance with the rules of real estate
operations fund (REOF) and the prospectus certificate emission (REOF). Placement
of such funds to real estate transactions are at nominal price plus accrued interest for
the time of placement, which is noted in the release certificate for a certain time and a
certain rate of return. Yield placement may be at or greater than the interest on the
deposit fee. Profit rate can be set on the basis of market conditions. But in this case the
advantage is that these resources are secured by mortgage.

In order to optimize the tax when you make a right at the construction it can be
used at the real cost of asset management company (AMC), which is a documented
builder, with the fixed value of the net assets (WCA) at the appropriate level. Over
time, all the fund real estate transactions are sent to the bank for deposit, which allows
them to keep the guaranteed fund for investors real estate transactions WCA at the
appropriate level and accumulate interest income for the fund paying out to
participants of real estate transactions.

Governors may continue to manage the construction project in accordance with the
contract with the developer, which is better to sell the company to the management of
the assets only part of the property. Further funding of construction in this case is
through deposit fund real estate transactions, bank loans builder and AMC.

Placement stages of certificates at face value among individuals and entities in view
of the accumulating income are held according to the rules and prospectus emission
REOF.

Certificates placement is at par + accrued interest for the time of placement. In the
Release Certificate noted that the collection of certificates treatment is 3 months, and
the profitability of placement - 15%. In the case of incomplete certificates placement
REOF balance certificates redeemed joint investment institutions through AMC.
Profit rate on the fifth, sixth, seventh periods, is set on the basis of market conditions
before the deadline determined by REOF rules, but not less than 15%.

The entire amount of funds received by the date of REOF certificates placement is
passed to the developer and used to finance the construction. After the beginning of
construction, registration of construction ownership at the TIB AMC buys object
construction (100 or 90%) from the governor for an amount equal to that of the
construction of + planned REOF profitability certificates. AMC sells the property on
the market conditions and accumulates profits. Funds from the sale of the property are
sent by the governor to the bank deposit to save the WCA and payment of income to
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investors on REOF certificates.

According to the results of market research of bank mortgage lending and the
conclusions that at the present stage, the volume of mortgage loans are dictated in the
first place, the desire and the willingness of banks to provide such loans, and only
then - the desire of potential borrowers to receive them, there is a cost-effective
implementation of the recommended credit and financial mechanisms for the
development of the mortgage market for all participants. The proof of the above
provision is the following.

representing 20.5% of the income from investment of the proposed introduction of
the credit and financial mechanism for the development of the mortgage market.

Thus, the income of investors, i.e. the participants — REOF owners will be 20.5%
annually, which indicates the perfect cost-effectiveness of the proposed introduction
of the credit and financial mechanism for the development of the mortgage market. At
the present stage of development of the Ukrainian economy in revenue of 20.5% per
annum is almost the only way to profitable use of available funds to provide a high
level of profitability if, there is minimal risk of investing money because the software
performs real estate.

Development of the mechanism of bank mortgage lending in Ukraine necessitates
the introduction of modern means of financing and refinancing of mortgage loans and
mortgage-effective schemes. Overseas experience has shown the presence of a variety
of mortgage schemes that ensure the effective functioning of the mortgage market.
The sources of resources, non - commercial system the U.S. mortgage loans are
financial and credit institutions, private equity, insurance premiums, income from
Investment operations and mediation, interest on loans, the funds recovered on loans,
the proceeds from the sale of mortgage loans and mortgage securities, the proceeds of
the factoring activity, other income related to the servicing of mortgage. Resources
developing mortgage lending by the banking system in Germany, UK, France,
Denmark, Italy, Belgium, Ireland, Luxembourg, the countries of Eastern Europe, and
Ukraine are deposits and legal entities, entrepreneurs loans, the funds received by the
issue of mortgage bonds (mortgage securities), as well as proceeds from the sale of
mortgage loans by refinancing them, the initial contributions of borrowers, interest on
the loan, the funds in the account repayment [2, 3].

Formation and development of the mechanism of mortgage lending in Ukraine
through the creation and expansion of the secondary mortgage market creates
prospects:

1. Infusion of long-term capital in the capital markets in order to expand the tide of
funds in housing and improve the management of risk to lenders.

2. Creating high-quality flow of securities with fixed income to meet the demand of
pension and insurance investors (especially in countries where the pension reform is).

3. Increase competition in the markets.

An important tool to attract resources for mortgage lending is mortgage-backed
securities. There are several types of these securities: bank mortgage bonds, mortgage
certificates, real estate funds.

Mortgage bonds are a special type of securities that are issued for the purpose of
implementation of the financial resources for the mortgage. On the other hand,
mortgage bonds - is yielding securities, and therefore the acquisition is effective
investments.

The state regulates the issuance of mortgage bonds. Banks that carry mortgage
bonds must have license. For these banks a special state control is established.
Mortgage bonds is used to the "wall of protection” - a branch operations of mortgage

loans and transactions related to the issue of mortgage bonds from other activities,
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which provides financial institution. A special requirement is the application of the
principle of "sufficient coverage value of the mortgaged property." Mortgage lending
standards provide that the amount of mortgage bonds issued by its value can't exceed
60-70% of the value of the mortgaged property. To belong to the requirements and
procedures for a clear assessment of the pledged property and assessment activities.

Secondary mortgage market model was developed in the U.S.A. as a way to sell
mortgage loans to reduce the interest rate of mortgage lending and improve the quality
of loan portfolios. Providing guarantees payment of securities conduits, financed by
the government, a catalyst for investors. Investors who invested in such investments
(purchase of securities), do not feel the risk of default, because it is covered by the
state - the guarantor. In recent years, the particles created a secondary mortgage
market in the United Kingdom and the United States without government help. These
markets have developed, because the means of wholesale sources were cheaper than
retail, and creditors have been strapped for cash.

Using one or more of these systems depends on the stage of development of
financial markets in the country, as well as government policy. Through the fact that
housing finance has meant private lending, it often acts as a retail activity. Wholesale
fundraising develops if the banking system is limited in the supply of sufficient
mortgage to meet demand, or if the sources of funding of capital market more
profitable. However, the issue of securities is based on the existence of well-
developed capital markets. The creation of institutions of secondary market was
motivated by the desire of most countries to provide increased mortgage.

Thus it can be concluded that secondary mortgage markets are created when they
have the goal to get the right off-balance-sheet financing. The transfer of ownership
allows lenders with relatively little capital to participate in the mortgage market.
Although backed securities mortgage-backed can be produced by the private sector,
they are complex / difficult, unique and expensive to produce.

M. Lee came to the conclusion that when properly structured secondary market can
provide significant benefits to the housing finance system, and as a result - and for the
whole economy [1].

Secondary mortgage market provides better access to long-term financing. There
are significant long-term sources of funds that can be invested in mortgage lending
will be available if needed investment tools (such as insurance and pension funds,
collective investment institutions). Today in Ukraine, private banks can obtain long-
term advances (secured loans) from the secondary market institutions, financed by
mortgage bonds. The bonds will be purchased by pension funds, insurance companies
and other banks.

PROBLEMS OF FORMATION OF A COMMON MARKET AND
INTENSIFICATION OF INTEGRATION IN THE POST-SOVIET AREA

Today it is clear that no country in the world, including Kazakhstan, may not grow
without the context of globalization. At the same time, globalization brings benefits
for those groups of countries that are leaders in technological development, and have
a long history of existence in a tough international competition. For other countries,
the benefits are less obvious, depending on how they are technologically and
economically prepared for globalization.

Kazakhstan faces a difficult task of rational combination of regional integration
with a wide participation in global processes. In this aspect, integration communities
of post-Soviet countries have to be built as a part of the global economy, focusing on
its rules and regulations. This implies a maximum degree of openness of national
markets within the group of countries, especially with regard to the inflow of capital
and modern technology from third countries.

As Kazakhstan is a purely continental country, geo-economic factor has huge
value. Its future seems impossible without strengthening integration bonds in the
region and the establishment of mutually beneficial terms of cooperation with other
countries in the former Soviet Union.

Formation of interstate regional integration communities through gradual
convergence of national economies of several countries with formation of a specific
economic area is an essential feature of the present stage of development of the world
economy.

One reason for the re-orientation of economic relations of the CIS countries to
mainly foreign countries is their technological backwardness, which does not allow to
become a supplier of the latest technologies for enterprise upgrading. Integration if
cooperation based on outdated technology, inefficient production structures, in turn,
leads to the impossibility of equal participation in the international division of labor
suited to their national interests.

Low competitiveness of many kinds of manufactured products impacts too. The
sharp decline in production in 90-s and the openness of the economy of the
Commonwealth to external market led to the filling of the internal market with goods
from other countries with better consumer properties.

However, focus on the Western markets did not fully justify hopes of post-Soviet
countries because of overwhelming mass of non-competitive products (excluding raw
materials), which makes economic integration of the CIS countries uncontested.
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Economic ties de facto remain focused primarily on the post-Soviet economic
space. For example, Kazakhstan may produce only 48% of the previous output
without supplies from Russia. In the aspect of this problem, the development of
industrial cooperation within the CIS is very important, and joint specific programs of
competitive products may be the most important tool.

During the last 10 years there were no significant changes in the structure of
exports to CIS countries. In the export of Azerbaijan and Russia to the CIS countries
fuel and energy products continue to dominate, Belarus — petroleum products, machi-
nery, equipment and vehicles, Kazakhstan — cereals, coal, crude oil, Kyrgyzstan —
electricity, cotton, some types of machine-building production, Tajikistan —
electricity, cotton fiber and raw aluminum.

Creation of the CIS — is not the final stage of the integration process. It is rather the
beginning of a process in which the state must find forms of political and economic
cooperation, which would be applicable to all, and most importantly, would be
effective enough. Unfortunately, most of the documents adopted at the CIS level, are
not fulfilled. However, the Government of Kazakhstan still believes, that this does not
discredit the very idea of integration, in fact, the CIS has a large potential for
integration, which is still to be realized.

Flexible cooperation mechanism is forming in the CIS. It allows taking into
account different levels of readiness and interest in the integration of participants. The
result of this unique trend is the emergence of the three levels of integration: the first —
total cooperation of all members of the Commonwealth, then the Eurasian Economic
Community and the Central Asian Cooperation Organization, and the third - customs
union of Belarus, Kazakhstan, Russia, with a view to forming a single economic
Space.

Integration processes in the Eurasian community have a significant value for all
CIS countries. In particular, EurAsEC should be the basis for the creation of a single
energy space in the CIS.

Meanwhile, the reorientation of interests of many businesses and economic policies
of several CIS countries to the markets of the "far abroad" has many drawbacks. In
particular, machinery and equipment needed for the modernization of the existing
production capacities are often ordered from the Western companies, and they do not
"“fit" into the existing production process.

Cooperation within the EU initially involves a broader degree of cooperation,
rather than in the EurAsEC and the Customs Union. Therefore, the comparison of the
integration structures is only possible as organizations pursuing identical goals. For
example, in protection of borders EU went further, organizing a single guard service,
while in the EurAsEC national customs and border services are still in negotiations.

The relationship of the EurAsEC and the EU is mutually beneficial cooperation of
equal partners with great potential. System interaction between two economic blocks
Is more efficient than contacts of separate post-Soviet countries with the united
Europe.

Such cooperation is possible in several ways, especially in the trade. The
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population of the EurAsEC countries is about 180 million, and this is a very large
market. The second area of cooperation — investment in productive infrastructure,
which requires introduction of high technology. We must consider the possibility of
transport and transit opportunities of community.

Back in September 2003, Presidents of Kazakhstan, Russia, Belarus and Ukraine
signed an agreement on formation of the Common Economic Space, which,
unfortunately, has not been implemented. Participating states are trying to promote
trade and investment between the parties to ensure the sustainable development of
their economies on the basis of universally recognized principles and norms of
international law, WTO rules and principles.

However, huge work on improving integration needs to be done. This will ensure
that this integration association will function as effectively as European Union. First
of all, national ministries, departments and new supranational CES have to do a lot of
work on unification of customs tariffs and non-tariff regulation. In addition, a
mutually beneficial way to trade with third countries has to be found.

Unified rules on competition and subsidies, that are designed to replace the current
set of documents on anti-dumping, countervailing, special and protective measures,
will ensure free movement of goods, services, capital and labor within the borders of
the Common Economic Space.

Kazakhstan, Russia and Belarus, in comparison with other CIS countries, are more
or less comparable in their levels of economic development, degrees of market
reforms, which are essential prerequisites for a qualitatively different economic
convergence.

Within three countries it is easier to synchronize national legislation, economic
policies and align economic interests of the parties, although, of course, there are
many contradictions which are to be solved in a long period of time.

Formation of a common market — is a global trend, which in recent years has
acquired the most extensive form. No national economy can be competitive on the
world market without real integration within a region.

National interests should be at the core of any integration, including in the financial
sector. On the one hand, the country's domestic financial institutions, such as banks,
are expanding their businesses in neighboring countries (Russia, Kyrgyzstan), and on
the other hand, foreign capital becomes more influential on the national financial
market, reduces its stability.

Experience has shown that in the case of a crisis situation, foreign capital is the first
to go out of the country. Therefore an increase in the foreign share in the domestic
market may lead to a strong dependence of the Republic from the global markets. At
the same time, the banking system of Kazakhstan is in "greenhouse” conditions. The
situation will change dramatically if foreign banks come to Kazakhstan (as it is
inevitable in terms of entering the WTQO). Foreign banks which have already entered
the country may also start rapidly expanding the range of its business, in connection
with the change of conditions.

As we see in the experience of the European Union, if a similar structure exists in
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the post-Soviet space (within the CIS, EurAsEC and the CES), it is worth to establish
a Transnational Banking Council (or association), which would promote and deepen
of monetary integration.

Creation of the unified space within the CIS for the free movement of capital
through the stock market development is also important. The first projects of
integration of stock markets suggest placement of Russian depositary receipts in the
participating countries and the organization of a single trading platform for EurAseC.
These projects will require further harmonization of national legislation and
development of the securities market infrastructure.

Currently, trade within Eurasian Economic Community is under construction, and
Is mostly on a barter basis, or using the "hard currency." Interstate payments are made
through correspondent accounts of commercial banks. However, there is no such
practice as international payments done through correspondent accounts in Central
Banks, and it is the main method of payment in international practice, guaranteeing
completion of the operation and reducing payment systems’ risks.

In order to improve payment and settlement relations of EurAsEC countries,
National Bank of Kazakhstan suggests creating a unified payment system for
EurAsEC based on the use of national currencies, allowing interstate payments.

For creating a unified payment system for EurAsEC, it is supposed to choose one
settlement bank, which will establish the national currencies of the EurAsEC
countries to a single unit of account. For example, to the U.S. dollar, euro, British
pound, KZT, or any other currency. Commercial and central banks of the EurAsEC
will be the participants of this system. But a unified payment system has drawbacks,
the most significant among them is increase in foreign exchange risk.

Despite the existence of national currencies and hard work on the convergence of
payment systems, the EUurAsEC interstate settlements are still dominated by third
countries’ currencies — the U.S. dollar and Euro. National currency could be used in
the calculations within the unified economic space, if central banks minimize
exchange rate fluctuations of their home currencies. If the project of an integrated
currency market of the EurAsEC is realized, national currencies of participating
countries will be quoted to each other directly, direct access to the foreign exchange
markets will be provided, and interest in the national currency will increase.

The main advantages of a single payment system of EurAsEC countries are:
reducing risks associated with correspondent accounts of commercial banks, using
national currencies of the participating countries, and guaranteed payment in cash of
the central (national) banks. Also: the "transparency" of payments, as they will be
made through the national (central) banks of EurAsEC, the possibility of combining
payment systems with different levels of development.

In 2010, significant progress in the formation of the Common Economic Space of
Kazakhstan, Russia and Belarus was made. The Heads of States signed an agreement
in December 2010, providing a coherent macroeconomic policy, free movement of
goods, services, capital and labor.

Adopted documents suggest that participants will coordinate macroeconomic
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policies starting from January 1, 2013.

Kazakhstan, Russia and Belarus will have single, unified rail freight rates and
unified tariff for oil transportation. Adopted documents provide a single labor market
of three countries and the abolition of quotas for foreign workers /2/

POST-INDUSTRIAL FUTURE OF KAZAKHSTAN:
EDUCATIONAL TECHNOLOGIES

The present stage of development of processes of globalization occurs against
growth of scientific and technological progress and transition of world economy to a
stage of post-industrial development for which are characteristic increase of
intellectualization of work on the basis of innovations, formation of the industry of
commercialization of knowledge in new technologies, the goods and services.

The technology of generating of knowledge, processings of information and
symbolical communication becomes the main source of productivity of this new

society. Introduction of new concept "informational” (economy), "informational
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(society), according to M.Kastelsa, should emphasize special lines of the modern
society, consisting that fundamental sources of productivity in it become generating,
processing and information transfer [1].

In 1990 known futurologist E. Toffler notices that the amplifying competition and
being accelerated changes in the world demands acceleration of time of creation of
innovations and proclaims that «control of knowledge — here an essence of future
world fight for the power at all institutes of mankind» [2].

Sociologist R.Crawford, continuing traditions of the first generations of engineers,
Encyclopaedists of the XVIII century Diderot and D'Alembert, in a priority of
development of "technologies” as bases of innovations, proclaimed in the early
nineties: «...the new knowledge leads to emergence of new technology that, in turn,
leads to economic changes that, in turn, leads to social political changes that, as a
result, leads to creation of a new paradigm or new vision of the world». In his opinion,
«the main resource of development» economy of it «societies of knowledge» is the
human capital, and as a key kernel of its social system — «the individualized
education» [3].

Known economist Dzh. K.Gelbreyt prophetically declared that «the source of the
power moves from the capital to the organized knowledge, easing of attractive
strength of the banker in society. Searches of the experts, capable to work in the
industry are more and more persevering, the prestige of education and teachers» [4]
grows.

In lecture «To economy of knowledge through innovations and educationy», the
President of the Republic of Kazakhstan read in May, 2006 N.A. Nazarbayev at the
Euroasian national university of a name of L.Gumilev, especially emphasizes «Ability
of the nation to support a modern and effective education system, to raise an
intellectual component of labor by training become crucial for competitiveness... To
Kazakhstan the elite universities being powerful educational, research and scientific-
industrial complexes, closely connected with the industry are required...
Comprehensive introduction of modern information technologies in educational
processes» should become the central link of reform of an education system.

Global importance of education is noted in the Statement of country leaders of G8
in St. Petersburg on July 16, 2006 where the program document for development of
the post-industrial world «Education for innovative societies of the XXI century»,
signed by leaders of the countries of the eight [5] was accepted inherently. In it for the
first time it was declared the joint purpose of the leading countries of the world —
formation in the near future new type of society — global innovational society and the
general advancing order for formation of future generations is formulated. This
document finished a long way of understanding of the future world on its most
characteristic sign — to constant creation of useful innovations. The new concept
«innovative society» allocates innovative activity and activity, and their functional
completeness as a priority of the global world: from requirement understanding before
advance of useful innovations — innovations — in real practice (on the market).
«Innovative society» according to this document should prepare to live citizens in
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conditions of fast changes. New generations of citizens of Earth should correspond to
requirements of the global economy based on knowledge. The offered way to it is
development and integration of three elements of «a gold triangle of knowledge»,
including education, research and innovation. In the document it is defined as well the
main structure of "builders™ of this new society: teacher, teacher-instructor, engineer,
mathematician and representatives of natural sciences. Education improvement of
quality for the last categories is a singular problem of the governments of the leading
countries of the world in the next decades. In the statement it is told with all
definiteness: «We will achieve introduction of high standards of education in the field
of mathematics and engineering which should become a strong basis of global
innovative society».

Source of post-industrial development of modern world economy become — the
massed investments into the human capital, first of all in education which not fully
even the developed countries always can allow. The problem also consists in need of
change of technology of education where as the main capital the human capital finally
defined by volume of knowledge and an education level acts. Arising on this basis
«economy of knowledge» — or, otherwise, economic effect of knowledge — does
education and training key, a determinant of success and increase in growth rates of
productivity of this or that economic structure, firm, the organization. Ability to study
turns in new society into defining factor of competitiveness of an individual and the
organizations. To study in «society of knowledge», first of all, means to apply already
available knowledge in a new way, and also to acquire new knowledge for their
possible application in the future for the purpose of receiving the corresponding
economic effect. Proceding from it, in «economy of knowledge» the hierarchy of
sources of achievement of competitive advantage changes. Arising on a watershed of
eras (industrial and post-industrial) education crisis in the world demands transition
from different types of traditional education to new types of training is innovative.

Meanwhile, keeping the world - system division of the world into the countries of a
kernel and the periphery continues the existence and is based on historically
developed technological, economic, social and educational advancings, and in the
short term this gap between a kernel and the periphery can increase even more.

Perspective technological ways of V, VI and VII generations which will define
tendencies of development of mankind in the XXI century, are created by mainly
developed countries, entering into a kernel of a post-industrial formation, leave
chances for successful development in the technological future to the periphery
countries, owing to weak development in them scientific and technological sector, and
In many cases and lack of those a little. Post-industrial tendencies have ambiguous
Impact on the countries of the periphery and the periphery becomes non-uniform, in it
there is a belt of industrially developed countries, a belt of the developing countries
and a fragmentary belt of underdeveloped countries with the uncertain technological
future. If in the industrial countries constantly raise level of technological
development, create system of technological education for maintenance of
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competitiveness of industrial sectors of economy, in underdeveloped countries level
of technological and educational support development of economy is supported
mainly in raw branches.

In essence, at a stage of transition of world economy on a post-industrial phase of
development accruing building of a civilizational gap in technological development
between the kernel and periphery countries, allowing to take the innovative rent the
developed countries inaccessible to the majority of the countries of the peripheral
world is observed. In aggregate with use raw, technological, trading, currency, etc.,
types of a rent, the innovative rent can lead to growth of polarity of development of
world processes, there will be a new concentration of world profit in the countries of a
kernel and there will be a system of post-industrial division of labor in the global
world. The world countries within a new world order will specialize on post-
industrialism sectors: agrarian, raw, industrial, service also will make parts of uniform
world global capitalism.

The hypothetical post-industrial future of world economy based on the competition
leaves chances for alignment of quality of life and the more so partnership between
the countries of the post-industrial world a little. In these conditions, the unique source
of competitiveness remain - national investments into the human capital, in hope to
create the powerful education system, capable to prepare graduates with level of
preparation the developed countries of the world. Investments into the human capital
will allow to provide increase of level of technological development of the country,
will promote creation of innovative sector and if will carry, will export new
technologies and a know-how and by that will increase profitability and well-being of
nation. In the post-industrial future, in modern interpretation, it is necessary to
understand a choice of model of development as an education choice where it is
necessary to pass transition from model of catching-up education to model of
advancing education.

In the methodological plan the essence of problems of education should prove to be
true the conceptual bases, components as theoretical base of researches in the field of
an education system, and practice of effective modernization of educational activity.
Growth and improvement of quality of the human capital, own mental abilities of the
person becomes a motive power of modern social and economic development. On the
basis of such position definition of a functional role of education as kind of activity on
production of the major economic resource — the person, the intellectual capital of
highly skilled experts, and the individuals, aspiring to maximize cost of the human
capital for the purpose of increase in the individual income which it is possible to
express functional dependence.

From here, an essential
contribution of the concept of post-industrial society to research of problems of
education is correlation of development of innovative nature of production of
educational services with an economy innivation as areas of the appendix of the
knowledge received in the course of education and the created skills. A merit of
founders of "post-industrialism™ is the fundament of this factor, absolute role of it in
the innovative technological type of development which is immanently inherent in
modern economy. Validity of an approach to definition of a functional role of
universities as centers of economic development became a consequence of such
statement. In that case D.Bell's thesis that universities and the research centers
(instead of corporations) should become the centers of economic development, and
E.Toffler's thesis that the technology should be considered as the great engine, the
powerful accelerator, and knowledge — as its fuel proves to be true. And it is a
question not only of information technologies. Innovative development assumes all
types of applied production, serving, administrative and organizational technologies,
as base of creation and which revolutionary development new discoveries and the
knowledge created on their basis will act.

The global future for the country of the global competitiveness which has chosen
increase is «education - turned into the future» as educational cycle even if it to start
now will yield results only in eight-ten years, that is is equal approximately to
duration of an innovative cycle «from idea before delivery of the goods to the
market». Specifics of education turned into the future should start with real
requirements of society of the future and advance them in realization. The education
concept - turned into the future solves two vzaimouvyazanny problems: a) timely
preparation and retraining of personnel with an advancing level of development for
economy branches; 0) training for innovative sector of the national economy, creating
new technologies, the goods and services, and putting new innovative trends in
system of perspective technological ways.

With reference to technological ways existing and perspective in the XXI century,
the disposition of Kazakhstan has the following realities. Tab. 11. If at level of I, Il
and 111 technological ways Kazakhstan has full production cycles of production of the
goods, at level of the IV production cycle has only fragmentary cycles of production
of the goods and acts as the supplier of special raw materials and separate accessories,
and at level of V, VI and VII technological repartitions is positioned only as the
supplier of raw materials.

If to consider that in the long term, approximately to the middle to the second half
of the XXI century; V, and the VII technological repartitions will determine by VI
structure and technological level of world division of labor, Kazakhstan in this post-
industrial future world of chances for worthy future development hasn't enough. The
developed education system and sciences is a little focused on future development,
their purposes are reduced to maintenance of the current ensuring requirements of
branches of economy. Scientific researches and development are concentrated mainly
in the field of extracting branches and directed on reconstruction and modernization
of existing, often ineffective technologies. Orientation to technologies of the future
which demand huge costs of the scientific equipment, stands, and preparations only
are discussed, but serious study don't reach and remain at level of the industrial and
raw researches following from practical needs of the current time.

Humanitarian and social sciences are in a stage of perception of world tendencies
and definition of a vector of development of Kazakhstan in system of world and
continental coordinates, and aren't aimed on future of Kazakhstan in the world post-
industrial future. Held annually Astana’s economic forums - are necessary for country
presentation where there is an exchange of opinions on development of world
economy, the USA, EU and Kazakhstan in respect of the anti-recessionary rhetoric, a
new world order and world currency. Naturally at similar world forums emotionally
problems only are sounded, but system and deep studies of world problems need
laborious work in scientific research institute and universities where for this purpose
there is time and scientific and pedagogical shots.

The education system constructed on principles of the continuous training, based
on the concept "Education through all life", at a weak orientation of the country on
future technological trends of global post-industrialism, remains simple replication of
the accepted truths and in the mentor way of finishing of information to training in
which there are not enough knowledge and beginnings for creative disclosure of the

identity of the trainee, and furthermore future which isn't considered at all in respect
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of possible development of future in lecture materials. After all it is known from an
antiquity that «the great purposes, give rise to great tasks and for their decision there
are great rushes and great decisions» are reached. Meanwhile, there is no system
understanding and responsibility for radical transformation of traditional inertial
education to formation of the advancing type corresponding to solutions of post-
industrial development of Kazakhstan. While all as that usually where that even is
gray, the future is vague which only disturbs and frightens of the uncertainty, brings
concern in existing regularity of pedagogical life. But, so long can't, and the national
educational sector — the most important component of formation of the human capital
which in the conditions of the post-industrial world becomes the main resource of
development shouldn't function and the future of Kazakhstan depends on its global
competitiveness in hierarchy of world economy. Through advancing education future
generation should be armed with the latest knowledge and they should provide a
competitive gain with Kazakhstan leading positions in the post-industrial world of the
future.

Within the recommended concept «Global tomorrow: education - turned into the
future» tab. 12. it is offered to consider initial positions for formation of bases of
formation of the future:

- the first to pass from traditional textbooks and grants in which according to the
contents, past and present knowledge in volume to 90% to new textbooks where the
system of knowledge about last, real and future should correspond to new problems of
knowledge of the future is stated and postulated generally;

- second, primary knowledge acquisition about last 50% and the real 40% should
be defined by structure of educational programs, mainly at high school,;

- the third, in structure of educational programs of HIGHER EDUCATION
INSTITUTIONS of knowledge of the past and the present should make to 50% and
knowledge about future 50%;

- the fourth, in structure of educational programs of college and professional
schools of knowledge of the past and the present should make 70%, and knowledge
about future 30% that as a whole it is connected with their professional activity on
operation and modernization of used and again mastered technologies;

- the fourth, in structure of educational programs of professional development on
courses, seminars and trainings, knowledge of the past should occupy 5%, about the
real 70% and about future 25% that as a whole is caused by need of continuous
increase of professional level during the studying and development of new
technologies.

- the fifth, all system of educational programs shouldn't duplicate and repeat
educational programs, especially on system of knowledge of the past and the present
the educations passed at the previous stages. Otherwise the meaning of continuous
(accumulated) education is lost, and duplication of a training material conducts to
discredit of all education system, generates apathy and conducts to loss of interest to
training, the main thing, doesn't stimulate to knowledge new and to future studying;

- the sixth, each being trained Forsyte plan should have promotions, to professional
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development and achievement of the vital purposes and ideals. According to the
concept «future and management from the future» correctly laid down vital aims
conduct managements in the future and stimulate to achievement of the purposes of
the future. The great purposes conduct to great victories. That soldier who wants to
become a general is good.

The education system turned into the future should be directed on the solution of
problems of a covering of all zones of activity and human knowledge, proceeding
from requirements of ensuring global competitiveness of the country. It should
include obligatory forms of a general education for all citizens of the country, special,
as a rule, for receiving special and mass professions, selective depending on
requirements of branches of economy and unique within the international division of
labor and performance of special functions of public service and country safety.

The system of training accepted in Kazakhstan, created in formation of a planned
economy, industrialization and post-war restoration of the USSR was directed on
mass training of specialists for branches of production of goods. The purpose of
education was reduced to transfer from the teacher to the pupil of knowledge and
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skills of work, thus without going into detail of the competition and economic
efficiency.

In the conditions of transition to the market and in the contemporary history of
Kazakhstan the education system in essence kept a former education system, thus
having a little refreshed educational programs materials of the western theory and
practice of a market economy. So proceeded during almost 20-year period of
independent and sovereign development of Kazakhstan when market bases of national
economy were constructed generally. During this period the world economy entered a
post-industrial phase of development and global processes began to extend quickly
technological innovations, work intellectualization amplified, there was a new form of
the innovative competition to which Kazakhstan wasn't ready that didn't reach yet a
phase of development of the economy, capable to take an innovative rent. On check it
appeared that all education system wasn't ready to similar turn of post-industrial
events in world economy. There was a question how to answer time calls? The system
of continuous education and Bolonsky model the educations developed in industrial
practice of the XX century in Western Europe, can't give recipes on advancing
development of educational system. The problem in that to keep in Kazakhstan
Bolonsky system with its periodic testing for storing of past and present knowledge
which are unproductive for future development of the country or to use other
measures, allowing the raising of competitiveness of educational system for providing
the perspective future of Kazakhstan in the post-industrial world.

In practice, the majority of teachers of higher education institutions and colleges
because of low wages work in several educational institutions, them interest
intelligence a little, tendency to creativity, orientation training on the future, their
activity is similar to craft and individual business for which results and the more so,
remote, they don't answer as the next testing of students morally releases them from
this responsibility. Simple educational self-reproduction of known knowledge and
known truth, in each generation of the being trained causes a huge damage to the
country and especially its future development.

The solution of problems of reorientation of an education system on preparation of
competitive experts demands revision of an order of the scheme of receipt and
training. The ENT system upon termination of high school at the best shows a visual
memory and intuition, and meanwhile for the student of Higher education institution
or college is important more ability deliberately to think, build figurative designs, to
do non-standard conclusions and decisions which are sometimes outside of rational
behavior. After all it is well-known that many businessmen known to the world at all
weren't trained in higher education institutions, but nevertheless they possessed ability
to expect event which couldn't learn the world analytical centers. For conditions of
constantly changeable global world with its rigid competition and technological
pressure of the developed countries, other model of education constructed on selection
on suitability to creativity and adoption of non-standard decisions is necessary.

Other things being equal in competitive fight the one who made wins the correct
non-standard decision which will predetermine success in the future is unique. It is

necessary to replace tendency to training with tendency to creative training where the
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teacher creates the creative atmosphere and in common with the student builds non-
standard decisions, thereby stimulating ability to competitive fight, continued
fostering future winner in the global competition. The teacher of a new formation is
before calling, love to the pupils both high responsibility and pride of the country. All
these qualities should be paid highly as the teacher forms outlook of future mankind
and an assessment of work of the teacher should be under construction of these high
purposes, unlike work of employees or the businessmen which work is connected
with the current maintenance of the standard and legal environment or creation of an
additional product.

According to the concept «Global tomorrow: education - turned into the future»
tab. 14 is offered to consider a reception and training order:

- in the first, for expansion of the contingent arriving possessing non-standard data
and creative abilities, it is offered to carry out a free and open set in higher education
institutions and colleges irrespective of ENT estimates;

- the second, documents on the termination of high school and the certificate on the
termination with estimates of ENT should has purely registration character and not to
render any influence at reception;
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- the third, accepted on the first course to the first semester students receive the
state grants and a payment for accommodation at the expense of the state;

- the third, by results of the first semester the assessment of knowledge taking into
account the creative beginnings and knowledge of base subjects of training for the
first semester is carried out;

- the fourth, elimination on progress of students for the first semester can reach to
40%, this measure will stimulate training;

- the fifth, elimination on progress on Il, 111 and the 1V courses can reach in total to
30% that will promote also to increase of responsibility of graduates for the future;

- the sixth, degree projects of potential graduates should be on a profile and a
choice of potential employers;

- the seventh, a form of completion of training — two diplomas, one foreign with a
priority of future specialization and the second Kazakhstan the general sample, with
passing of training in the best profile foreign higher education institutions;

- the eighth, obligatory primary employment at the choice of the graduate, from
80% a salary guarantee from the state.

The offered scheme of reception and training in Higher education institutions and
colleges will allow to unload an education system from weight of faceless students,
teachers on older years will have more time for creative work with students, personal
responsibility of teachers for quality of training, especially regarding perspective
researches and development in academic year and degree projects will rise. Provided
obligatory training of students and teachers in the best profile foreign higher education
institutions will promote increase of the general level of a demand and
communicativeness of graduates, and for the teacher — loan of new technique of
training of students for their successful preparation and active entry into the
competition and creation world. As a result of implementation of the offered concept
it 1s provided to carry out transition from «cheap education for all too expensive
education for worthy» which should provide increase of global competitiveness of the
country in the conditions of the post-industrial world of the future.

| met Professor Imanberdiev during my last stay in Almaty, Kazakstan, we had an
interesting conversation on the book above mentioned and on services activities,
specially related to Kazakhstan and Spain.

We agreed on the importance of services activities in modern economies and |
mentioned my background in the services industry not only from the practitioner point
of view but also from the academic one.

| commented to professor Imanberdiev that | had been the first Head of the Unit
dedicated to Market of Services, within the General Directorate of Industrial Policy
and Internal Market at the European Commission in Brussels, from 1987 to 1991.
Spain had joined the European Communities in 1986 and | was one the first Spanish
civil servants working for the Commission in Brussels.

| also commented that from 1991 to 1994 | asked and obtained from the European
Commission a period of leave in order to finish and present my doctoral thesis in the
University of Barcelona mainly dedicated to my experience in Brussels as responsible
for the new administrative Unit of the European Commission dedicated to Market of
Services.

From 1994 onwards | was again back working for the European Commission in
Brussels until recently, but not dedicated to services industries but mainly to external
relations in the General Directorate of External Relations and in the General
Directorate for Trade, first as Head of Unit and later as Counselor.

My doctoral thesis was presented at the University of Barcelona in October 1993,
under the following title:

“Institutional implications of a new policy of the European Communities: la global
policy for the tertiary sector. New policies for the tertiary sector in the European
Communities (1984-1990) “.

The thesis had about four hundred pages and was divided in the following four
chapters:

1) The new services economy

2) The traditional services policies in the European Communities

3) Need to adopt new tertiary policies

4) Scope of the new tertiary policies

5) Conclusions

The Conclusions in a nutshell were the following:
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1) The productive system of modern societies is transformed by the increasing
importance of services, under the current revolution of services.

2) It is not correct to speak of postindustrial world. Industry and services are
interlinked.

3) Interest of economic science for services activities is only recent. It has been a
historical contemptuous treatment of services for different reasons: difficulties of
measurement and classification, absence of global theory, misunderstandings of the
role of services in the economy.

4) Services activities include a huge and heterogeneous number of activities.

5) Business services are the main responsible activity of the interface between
services and other productive sectors of the economy. Business services are double
digit growth. They are the more dynamic sector of modern economies.

6) Within the European Community (EC) business services are a key sector but
their markets are poorly integrated.

7) Within the EC attention has been historically given to agriculture and industry,
not to services. This is now in contrast with the current revolution of services.

8) The new approach contained in the White Book of Internal Market, horizon
1992, consistent in the mutual recognition and harmonization of technical norms, is
mainly dedicated to industry and not to services. The importance Sentence Cassis de
Dijon of the European Court of Justice should also apply to services. Any service
produced in a Member State according to norms of this Member State should have the
same treatment as industrial products.

9) A new legal instrument is needed to guarantee this treatment. What is true for
industrial products should also be true for services. Important gains of this new
treatment.

10) Three important facts are behind the need for a new general policy on services :

- FAST Program ( 1984-87) of the European Commission

- Uruguay Round negotiations in GATT

- Increasing number of Professional organizations dedicated to services activities

11) The activities of the new Unit of Market of Services have been dedicated to
propose the adoption of four new policies :

- General policy for services

- Specific policy for business services

- Specific policy for international trade for services

- New instruments mainly statistical tools

12) State of play concerning the needed new four policies is poor. Some advances
have been produced in the adoption of new tools mainly statistics. It is essential the
application of the new approach of the new internal market horizon 1992 not only to
industrial products but also to services activities.

13) Services activities continue having a poor treatment within the global
framework of policies of the EC. This should be corrected.

My thesis has a clear number of coincidences with what is said in the book by
professors Praliev, Imanberdeiev and Kasymov above mentioned ( Sections | and 11)
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and also with they propose to Kazakhstan authorities ( Section I11') as new policies to
be implemented.

| am glad to know that the book has obtained recently a positive reception by
Kazak authorities.
